Uses ground motion sensors &
sends a warning that shaking is
about to occur

Sends notifications about
potential power outages [ shut
offs.

PulsePoint is a 911 connected app
that can imediately inform you of
emergencies occurring in your

community and can request your
help when CPR is needed nearby.

ALERTS &
WARNINGS

Know your notifications. They will give you
crucial information about disasters.

Red Flag Warning
A Red Flag Warning means warm temperatures, very low

humidities, and stronger winds are expected to combine
to produce an increased risk of fire danger.

Evacuation Warning

A potential threat to life and/or property. Those who
require additional time to evacuate, and those with pets
and livestock should leave now.

Evacuation Order
An immediate threat to life. This is a lawful order to leave
now. The area is lawfully closed to public access.

Shelter in Place

Go indoors. Shut and lock doors and windows. Prepares to
self-sustain until further notice and/or contacted by
emergency personnel for additional direction.

Make an emergency
contact list, share it with

family and put a copy In
your Go Bag.

Choose an out of area

contact as an
INnformation hub.

Agree on a meeting place
- iIdeally choose two.

Supplies to sustain your

Enough personal supplies
household through 5-7 days

for up to 72 hours

Portable, lightweight bag you can

Used when sheltering in place

e Can include bulkier items (water jugs,

Designed for evacuation situations ,
canned food, camping stove)

Kept in an easy-to-access location

Stored in basement, closet, or garage

Examples: backpack, duffel bag,
rolling suitcase




EMERGENCY
SUPPLIES:
WHAT TO PACK

e Water (1 gallon/person/day) & non-perishable
food (3-day supply)

e First aid kit & prescription medications

e Flashlight, batteries & hand-crank radio

e Important documents (ID, insurance) & cash
e Change of clothes & sturdy shoes

e Phone charger/power bank

o Multi-tool, whistle & duct tape

e Toiletries & hygiene supplies

e Emergency blanket

e Local maps & emergency contacts

e Emergency plan

DEFENSIBLE
SPACE

o Create Defensible Space around your property

o Reduce the amount of fuel on your property.

o Use fire-resistant plants and hardscaping
materials, like rocks, walls, or gravel paths.

o Use landscaping tools safely. Mow your lawn
before 10 am. Never mow on a hot or windy day.
Using a string trimmer is safer than using o
lawnmower with a metal blade.

o Never use power tools outside when a Red Flag
Warning is in effect.
